1. In what social context and circumstances does the slow living movement emerge?

The slow living movement emerges in a social context dominated by technology, the speed that life

demands, and the need to be connected every day of the year and at all hours.
2. Indicate two crucial steps that must be taken to enter the slow living movement.

It is necessary to act in two directions: learning to say no and to prioritize, as well as taking time to think

about what is really important, leaving aside the rest of the things.
3. How does slow living bring multiple benefits to human beings?

Slow living has all the benefits: it improves your mood as well as your sleeping routine, it reduces stress

and improves your physical health, you value your time much more and enjoy life more.

Cuestiones 1, 2, 3 y 4 (preguntas de comprension lectora de un texto escrito)

El alumnado habra de responder las preguntas segun la informacion contenida en el texto.
Se calificara con 1 punto por pregunta, del que 0,5 ira destinado a calificar la comprension y
el otro 0,5 se empleara para calificar la correccién de expresion. Aunque se indica
claramente en el enunciado que se debe evitar copiar literalmente del texto, si la respuesta
es una copia literal del texto, se otorgaran 0,5 puntos por comprensién del contenido
siempre y cuando su contenido sea exactamente el que se pide en la pregunta, y esté

completo.

Cuestion 5 (breve parrafo con huecos para rellenar con la palabra mas adecuada en cada

caso)

Por norma general no existe mas de una palabra apropiada para rellenar cada uno de los
huecos.

Es de vital importancia que el alumnado se cina al tema requerido, que incluya informacién
relevante al tema, y que procure no excederse del nUmero maximo de palabras posible (120,
en este caso). Se valoraran especialmente aspectos como: la coherencia con el tema, la
relevancia de la informacion expresada, la correccion expresiva (se deben evitar los errores
importantes), la coherencia interna, la redaccion autonoma eficaz asi como la riqueza Iéxica

y gramatical aplicada al tema.
